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Public Meeting and Comment Sought on Ferndale Moves! Draft Multi-Modal Transportation Plan

 The Community and Economic Development Department (CED) will host a public comment and information meeting on the Ferndale Moves! plan on Saturday, March 22 from 9:30am-12pm at the Gerry Kulick Community Center (1201 Livernois St, Ferndale, MI 48220). 
The public will have further opportunity to learn about and comment on the plan at the April City Planning Commission (Apr. 10th) and City Council (Apr. 28) meetings. 

Before then, CED strongly encourages the public to make final comments on the plan at the March 22nd public forum. Digital comment on the plan located at http://www.communityremarks.com/Ferndale/index.php will close on March 31st. The Ferndale Moves! plan is intended to serve as the “non-motorized transportation network plan,” called for by the City’s Complete Streets Policy.  


Ferndale Moves! is an on-line transportation dialogue and resource center for Ferndale residents that specifically addresses: 
· Transportation Options – making walking, bicycling and transit easy, attractive and convenient choices for everyday trips.
· Safety – balancing the needs and improving the safety of all road users.
· Placemaking – transforming the City’s streets into remarkable and functional places that reflect Ferndale’s values and strengthen the local economy.

The City of Ferndale is seeking input on its draft multi-modal transportation plan known as Ferndale Moves!  The plan, in the form of a website, may be viewed at ferndalemoves.com.  The website includes draft proposals for a multi-modal network, policies and programs and a network implementation plan.  A significant portion of the plan utilizes an interactive web map to communicate proposed network, and provides a forum for public comment as well as provide feedback on previous comments.  Using this map, residents can zoom in to areas of interest, display different layers of proposed improvements, view renderings for the area and even look at locations from a street level perspective.
   
Detailed plans of the 2014 road projects on East 9 Mile Road (between Woodward Ave and West End Street) and Livernois Street (between 8 Mile Road and 9 Mile Road) may be viewed on the Works-In-Progress Page.  Both projects incorporate bike lanes and pedestrian road-crossing improvements such as those proposed in the Ferndale Moves! plan.
 
Ferndale Moves! has been in development for the past seven months and has included input at monthly project advisory committee meetings, walking and bicycling audits, a web-based survey, and an interactive web map recording residents’ “ hopes and concerns” for Ferndale transportation.
